Pastor’s Corner —My brothers and sisters in Christ,

May the Lord continue to bless our families and our parish
community!

This Sunday, the Word of God brings us to one of the most
beautiful and challenging passages in all of Sacred Scripture:
the Beatitudes. In the Gospel according to Matthew, Jesus
goes up the mountain, sits down, and begins to teach. What
He proclaims is not simply a moral code, but a new way of
seeing life, a new way of understanding what it truly means
to be blessed.

The world often tells us that happiness is found in power,
wealth, recognition, and success. Yet Jesus turns all of that
upside down. He calls blessed the poor in spirit, the meek,
the merciful, the peacemakers, those who hunger and thirst
for righteousness, and those who suffer for the sake of jus-
tice. In other words, Jesus declares blessed those who place
their trust not in themselves, but in God.

The first reading from the prophet Zephaniah echoes this
message as it invites us to “seek the Lord, all you humble of
the earth.” Humility is not weakness; it is the strength that
comes from knowing we depend entirely on God. When we
acknowledge our need for Him, we open our hearts to His
grace.

Saint Paul, in the second reading, reminds us that God often
chooses what the world considers small, weak, or insignifi-
cant to reveal His glory. Our worth does not come from our
achievements or status, but from being loved and chosen by
God in Christ Jesus. This is a powerful reminder for all of us,
especially when we feel inadequate or unworthy.

The Beatitudes are not promises of a life without suffering;
rather, they are promises of God’s presence and faithfulness
in the midst of life’s struggles. They assure us that when we
live with compassion, humility, mercy, and a desire for jus-
tice, we are already walking the path of the Kingdom of
Heaven.

As members of the communities of St. Anthony’s and St. Jo-
seph’s, we are called to live these Beatitudes in our families,
workplaces, and neighborhoods. May we be a Church that
consoles the sorrowful, lifts up the poor, seeks peace, and
reflects the merciful heart of Christ. Let us ask the Lord this
week for the grace to trust His ways, even when they chal-
lenge our own, and to believe deeply that true happiness is
found in following Him.

May God bless our Parish! May the Lord continue to provide
us with deeper faith and love in the Eucharist!
