II. Conscience and truth
Man's sanctuary

The relationship between man's freedom and God's
law is most deeply lived out in the "heart" of the per-
son, in his moral conscience. As the Second Vatican
Council observed: "In the depths of his conscience man
detects a law which he does not impose on himself, but
which holds him to obedience. Always summoning him
to love good and avoid evil, the voice of conscience can
when necessary speak to his heart more specifically:
'do this, shun that'. For man has in his heart a law writ-
ten by God. To obey it is the very dignity of man; ac-
cording to it he will be judged (cf. Rom 2:14-16)".

The way in which one conceives the relationship be-
tween freedom and law is thus intimately bound up
with one's understanding of the moral conscience.
Here the cultural tendencies referred to above — in
which freedom and law are set in opposition to each
other and kept apart, and freedom is exalted almost to
the point of idolatry — lead to a "creative" understand-
ing of moral conscience, which diverges from the
teaching of the Church's tradition and her Magisterium.

55. According to the opinion of some theologians, the
function of conscience had been reduced, at least at a
certain period in the past, to a simple application of
general moral norms to individual cases in the life of
the person. But those norms, they continue, cannot be
expected to foresee and to respect all the individual
concrete acts of the person in all their uniqueness and
particularity. While such norms might somehow be
useful for a correct assessment of the situation, they
cannot replace the individual personal decision on how
to act in particular cases. The critique already men-
tioned of the traditional understanding of human na-
ture and of its importance for the moral life has even
led certain authors to state that these norms are not so
much a binding objective criterion for judgments of
conscience, but a general perspective which helps man
tentatively to put order into his personal and social
life.
